Neil was a beloved father who took care of his children and did the best he could to
teach and guide them and loving Poppa who always had a spot on his armchair for
his grandchildren, regardless of how much they grew.
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He is preceded in death by parents, Irma Iverson, Glen C. and Mary Harrington;

sister, Edie Walker.

He is survived by his children Steven Harrington and Cyndi (Joe) Allen; five
grandchildren and six great-grandchildren.
